Why 1 Samuel 16:7 

Often, we try very hard to appear different than we actually are. We hide things 
or try to puff ourselves up to be better than we actually are. But ultimately, 
we’re all the same: flawed, but saved by grace! 

 
The hope for this skit is to get people to think about who they really are as 
opposed to what they try to seem to be. 

 
How Brad should be played as a goofy and excitable guy who has trouble grasping 

simple things. If the athlete needs to be changed, just tweak the dialogue to 
reflect the change. The dialogue should be very quick. The exchanges should be 
natural and smooth. 

 
Time Approximately 4-6 minutes 
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Lights up; Tom is onstage checking his cell phone and waiting for Brad. Brad enters, 
stops, sees Tom, then shrieks and runs towards Tom as if he’s seen someone famous. 

Brad: (To Tom) OH MY WORD, KOBE BRYANT WHAT ARE YOU DOING HERE?!? 

Tom:  (Flinches at the screaming) Brad? 

Brad:  (Grabs his heart) Wha? You know my-? ATTENTION EVERYONE! KOBE 
BRYANT KNOWS MY NAME. WE ARE AS CLOSE AS BROTHERS AND 
PERHAPS MORE SO. 

Tom:  Brad, would you shut up? You’re embarrassing me. Let me finish this text 
message and we’ll go in to the movie. 

Brad:  I didnÕt mean to embarrass you, Kobe. I justÉ I LOVE YOU. YouÕre my 
favorite athlete in the history of organized athletics. I love your face and 
your musk and that funny little scowl you have on your face after you hit 
a tough shot. You’re awesome. (Reaffirming) You are. 

Tom:  Are we…? 

Brad:  (With heavy emphasis) YOU. ARE. AWESOME. 

Tom:  Are we done with the jokes? Can we go inside, please? I bet the 
previews are gonna be sick. 

Brad:  Oh you want to see Transformers 9 too?  SWEET! Oh no wait. I’m 
meeting my friend Tom here to see it also. He’s kinda cool. He’s ok. I can 
totally bail on him though if you want. Just say the word. 

Tom:  Brad, are you serious right now? 

Brad:  You’re right! YOU’RE TOTALLY RIGHT, KOBE! What am I thinking? 
Teamwork! Play like a champion! Never leave a man behind! I’ll just call 
him to see where he is. 

Dials number. A short pause and then Tom’s phone rings. He silences it or hangs it up. 

Tom:  Can we please go in to see the movie now? 

Brad:  (Deathly serious) Kobe…why do you have Tom’s phone? 

Tom:  Brad… 

Brad:  (Backing away from Tom) Where’s Tom? 

Tom:  Brad… 
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Brad:  KOBE BRYANT, WHAT HAVE YOU DONE WITH MY FRIEND TOM! 

Tom:  BRAD! What is your problem? It’s me, Tom. I’m not Kobe Bryant. It’s just 
his jersey. See? (Removes jersey). 

Brad:  Whew. That was kind of…that was intense…it got crazy there for a 
minute. I could have swore…I mean you looked JUST like him. 

Tom:  Really? Besides being like a foot shorter and having a different skin 
color? 

Brad:  I KNOW, RIGHT?! 

Tom:  Just because I wear the jersey doesn’t make me Kobe Bryant. 

Brad:  I guess I’m just confused.  

Tom:  Why? 

Brad:  Well, if you aren’t Kobe Bryant, which thanks to CSI technology I now 
know you aren’t… 

Tom:  Nobody here used forensic technology, Brad. 

Brad:  Could you not change the subject, please? 

Tom:  (Incredulous) I’m sorry. Continue. 

Brad:  If you aren’t Kobe Bryant, then why are you wearing Kobe’s jersey? 

Tom:  It’s because I like him. I like his team and I support him.

Tom:  We create an illusion of what we want people to see so it will hide what 
we actually are.  

Brad:  So what are you hiding, Tom?

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Brad:  I’m serious. If you aren’t Kobe and you’re not the Tom I see right now, 
who are you really? 

Tom:  (Thinks for a moment) I’m a really prideful guy who has trouble with 
money and is so selfish you wouldn’t believe it. 

Brad:  I think I finally get it. 

Tom:  Good. Can we go see the movie now? 

Brad:  By all means. I’m not going to lie, though. It would have been awesome 
to see this movie with Kobe Bryant. 

Lights fade as they exit.
