(Angry) You almost blew up my house!

(Angry) Don't blame me. Blame Pharaoh! Who does he think he is? Just
who does he think he is?

Who does he think we are? Answer me that? Who does he think we are?
He thinks we're the greatest magicians in Egypt.

Great magicians turn pretty
girls into tigers. Great magicians don't turn dirt into bugs.

If we don't turn dust into gnats, we may be invited on Pharaoh's next
crocodile hunt - AS BAIT.

Dust into gnats. Dirt into bugs. What has our profession come to?
Pays the bills.

Pharaoh has been acting weird ever since that former Prince of Egypt,
Moses, came out of the desert. (Mimics) "Thus says the God of Abraham,
Isaac and Jacob: "Let my people go!" “No” says Pharaoh. Moses says "Or
else." "Or else what." (Sarcastic) Next thing we know we're matching
Moses trick for trick.

[ wouldn't say that.

(Bragging) He turned his stick into a snake. We turned our sticks into
snakes.

(Being truthful) His snake ate our snakes.

A minor setback. Moses turned the Nile to blood and things died. (Pours
red liquid into clear liquid) We did the same thing. Some red dye -
(sprinkles pepper into red liquid) some poison - in great quantities -
things in the Nile died.

My granddaddy told me never to take on anyone whose snake ate your
snake.

Moses brought frogs out of the Nile. We brought frogs out of the Nile.

ENDING:
