Who: Man Woman
When: Present day
Why: Matthew 28:18-20; 2 Timothy 2:2. Luke 9:26

Wear (Props): 1 Park bench

How: The conversation is purposefully vague in the
sense of the identity of the Woman. For the sake
of the message of the skit it’s irrelevant, but it
may offer up some interesting discussion about
how God speaks to us.

Audience: Adult Worship or High School

Time: Approximately 3-5 minutes
